MOTION

AWARE THAT the Clean Environment Commission (the “Commission”) does not have jurisdiction to deliberate on the compliance, or lack thereof, by the co-proponents with the Northern Flood Agreement Implementation Agreement between NCN and Manitoba Hydro;

RECALLING THAT the Commission is required to receive all necessary information that may relate to or indicate an impact on the financial feasibility of the Wuskwatim projects;

NOTING THAT the Commission has heard testimony indicating that the process, as set out in Article 8 of the Northern Flood Agreement Implementation Agreement between NCN and Manitoba Hydro, for identifying, quantifying, and reaching final agreement on the compensation that may be required to be paid to NCN as a result of the Wuskwatim projects has not been concluded prior to the formal commencement of the current environmental review and licensing process;

CONCERNED THAT the commission has not yet been presented with the required information regarding the extent of financial obligations that may be incurred by Manitoba Hydro in the form of compensation for impacts to NCN as a result of the Wuskwatim projects, and as a result is not currently apprised of sufficient information to be able to fully asses the financial feasibility of the Wuskwatim projects;

CASIL HEREBY MOVES THAT:

The Commission: immediately suspend the current Wuskwatim hearings; require Manitoba Hydro and NCN to provide to the Commission, within a time-period specified by the Commission, full and sufficient information from NCN and Manitoba Hydro regarding the nature and amount, if any, of compensation that will be paid for impacts to NCN as a result of the Wuskwatim projects; and then, after which time, the commission resume these hearings for full consideration by the Commission and the public of the information provided.

OR, IN THE ALTERNATIVE, CASIL MOVES THAT;

The Commission; continue with the current Wuskwatim hearings as scheduled; require Manitoba Hydro and NCN to provide to the Commission, within a time-period specified by the Commission, full and sufficient information from NCN and Manitoba Hydro regarding the amount, if any, compensation that will be paid for impacts to NCN as a result of the Wuskwatim projects; keep open the current sitting of the Commission regarding the Wuskwatim projects until the Commission has received full and sufficient evidence from NCN and Manitoba Hydro regarding the amount, if any, compensation that will be paid for impacts to NCN as a result of the Wuskwatim projects; and then, after which time, the commission continue with these hearings for full consideration by the commission and the public of the information provided.
