Whereas, the Island Lake and Red Sucker Lake First Nations strongly believe that they are part of the greater Oji-Cree Nation which includes the First Nation communities situated in the Northwestern Province of Ontario, and;

Whereas, the Island Lake and Red Sucker Lake First Nations have maintained ongoing historical inter-community relationships with the Northwestern First Nation communities situated in the Province of Ontario, and;

Whereas, the Island Lake & Red Sucker Lake First Nations have come to realize that in this crucial time in history the Oji-Cree First Nations need to come together to discuss and establish a common understanding of the situations that are confronting our communities.

Therefore Be It Resolved, that as Chiefs of the Island Lake & Red Sucker Lake communities, we recommend that the gathering of the Oji-Cree Nations be planned in the near future, where common concerns and interests of the past, present and future which are affecting our communities be discussed, and;

Furthermore Be It Resolved, that we, the undersigned Chiefs delegate Mr. Joe Guy Wood the responsibility of assembling the planning and technical group for the purposes of the gathering of the Oji-Cree Nations.
