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Yet another report on Lake Winnipeg proves Liberals right on phosphorus
NDP's hollow promises to fix Lake Winnipeg produce no tangible results in 8 years
WINNIPEG - Only weeks after the Doer NDP sneered at a Liberal bill that would ban phosphorus from dishwasher detergents in Manitoba, yet another report from the Lake Winnipeg Stewardship Board confirms that the Liberals were exactly right about NDP inaction on saving Lake Winnipeg.

The Lake Winnipeg Stewardship Board report released today specifically recommends immediate action to regulate the amount of phosphorus contained in cleaning supplies in Canada. The report also states that:
"Algal blooms on Lake Winnipeg continue to increase in frequency, duration, and intensity, an ominous sign that the lake is not well. Unless we take action throughout the watershed now, the impacts of nutrient loading to the lake will increase." 

Liberal Leader Dr. Jon Gerrard was quick to point out how far behind the NDP now are compared to the Liberals on saving Lake Winnipeg.
"Today's report is yet further confirmation of what we have been saying for years," he said. "We Liberals were the first out of the gate with legislation that would make Manitoba the first province in Canada to ban phosphorus from dishwasher detergents. We are the only party to formally organize a 'Saving Lake Winnipeg' policy conference bringing scientists and stakeholders together. While we have adopted meaningful, action-oriented policies on Lake Winnipeg, the NDP has done nothing in eight years but evade our questions with flippant responses and meaningless answers."
Dr. Gerrard also said Lake Winnipeg will likely figure prominently in the coming election campaign. 

"Today has shown once again that it is Liberal policy that is right on the money when it comes to saving Lake Winnipeg. As the only party with real credibility on saving Lake Winnipeg, the only way we are going to get real results is to get more Liberals into the Legislature."
