It is a comparison of  Manitoba actions from one year to the next in respect to public policy commitments to complete Manitoba’s network of protected areas. 

See grading criteria for details.  The criteria which assesses action for protected areas establishment in each of Manitoba’s natural regions is triple weighted. This means that actual protected areas are the main element in the grade.
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
