CONAWAPA PROJECT
Pursuant to Article 9,1 of the Northern Flood Agreement (the “NFA”), Manitoba Hydro is hereby giving written notice to the First Nation and the Regional Director General of Indian Affairs (Manitoba Region) regarding its intention to prepare plans for future development at Conawapa. The future development being considered at Conawapa would affect the Nelson River.

The future development at Conawapa now under consideration may have an effect on one or more of the residents of the reserves of one or more of the five Northern Flood Agreement First Nations. Manitoba Hydro is interested in exploring with you the potential for this possible development to have adverse effects on your First Nation and, if that potential exists, the methods available to prevent it mitigate those effects.

Pursuant to Article 9.2 of the NFA, Manitoba Hydro has undertaken “not to make any decisions in respect of any such future developments unless and until a process of bona fide and meaningful consultation with the communities has taken place”. Information about our general development plans has been provided to you in the past, and now that we are beginning a more formal planning process with respect to Conawpa, Manitoba Hydro would like to discuss with Chief and Council and with the regional Director General of Indian Affairs (Manitoba Region) how to effectively carry out a process of bona fide and meaningful consultation with the First Nation.

After you have had an opportunity to consider this letter, representatives of Manitoba Hydro will be in contact with Chief and Council about the process that should be undertaken.
